The year 2002 brought a significant change in the life of the Civil College Foundation. The Hungarian founder of community development work, the spiritual father of the Civil College Foundation and the builder of the Training Centre, the chairman of HACD, Tamás A. Varga passed away in July this year. His life achievement stands as a model for us all. As his followers, we all feel committed to fill the gap left by his departure and to sustain the working patterns and organizations he created.
In 2002, the association carried on functioning as in previous years.The ‘Roof’, ordered by Tamás A. Varga and designed by Zsolt Gergely and Anna Sattler, was finished by 4 July 2003. The Roof provides shadow for being together outdoor, and it is a convenient facility for group work, outdoor meals and discussions. 

Our work continues to be characterized by the three-fold reference of Civil College:

 national training organization and people’s folk-high school for the actors of local action (working in community development projects);

 the development of the skills of initiation and action among the inhabitants of the Felső-Kiskunság small region, the area surrounding the training centre in Kunbábony, and, building on this, the fulfillment of the function of  a folk-high school for local people;

 the institution of vocational training in community development.

The training courses of the Civil College Foundation are implemented in co-operation with the Hungarian Association for Community Development.

We see it as a priority to train local citizens active in the local social development programmes of the Hungarian Association for Community Development, but we also put our spiritual and physical infrastructure at the disposal of vocational training organized by the Association.
