	9. Summary of the project and its events in English, French or German (max. 500 words)

The European Dialogue project undertakes to organise the first network meeting of two European community organizing and development networks, the CEE CN Central-Eastern European Citizens Network and the CEBSD Combined European Bureau for Social Development, with the participation of representatives from 26 organisations from 17 European member countries and 1 EFTA-country Norway, coordinators from the two networks and 10 Hungarian community activists, so that these two civil society development networks can contribute to the development of citizenship in the European Union.

The project has been initiated by HACD (applicant) which is a member in both networks. 

The applicant’s partners will be the 2 network organisations, CEBSD and CEE CN.

The aim of the project is to help the members of the two European community development networks, which have been working independently, but for the same goal - the development of civil society and participative democracy -, to get to know each other, to learn from each other, to reinforce each other’s efforts, to jointly seek the European dimension of their work while they inspire each other to seek potential ways of cooperation.

The basis for future cooperation between the two networks can be the agreeing of their aims and the integration of these into one pan-European aim: the promotion of active European citizenship, the joint promotion of participation and democracy at the European level, the strengthening of the European sense of identity, the definition of possible ways and future projects to achieve this, creating closer and more regular cooperation between the two networks.

The project intends to achieve the above objectives through 3 transnational and 2 national workshops, organised by the main applicant:

1. Preparatory, coordination workshop - national 

2. Planning Workshop – transnational   

3. European Dialogue on the Day of Europe – transnational. The workshop will be preceded by a press conference, which will present the Europe for Citizens programme, the two networks and their expected future cooperation. It will also issue an English language newsletter for the representatives of the written and electronic media. 

4. Coordination workshop - national. Evaluation and preparation for the follow-up 1. 

5. Follow-up – transnational workshop. Evaluation and preparation for the follow-up 2.

As the result of the project, the members of the two European civil society development networks will get to know each other, work together, learn from each other and will become committed to European integration. Consequently, they will initiate cooperation between the networks in launching projects at the European level to promote citizens’ informal and non-formal learning to acquire skills and competences. This will add a local and transnational dimension to future interactions, thus realising the values of community development and those of the EU.

The effect of the project will be rolled out by the participants to the members of the participant’s organisations, to the citizens and decision-makers around them, to the publicity of the national civil networks, as well as to the broad public and European and national political levels, reaching thousands of European citizens in this way.

The project meets this objective since the network meeting will bring together 26 representatives of 26 organisations from 17 EU countries and Norway so that they can share their experience in the development of civil society, their good practice and that they can outline the values of a common European future and the joint actions to be taken at the European level. 

· fostering action, debate and reflection related to European citizenship and democracy, shared values, common history and culture;
The project entirely meets this objective too, since the project activities themselves are fostering new actions: the project will develop joint actions and future projects related to European citizenship and democracy.

· bringing Europe closer to its citizens by promoting Europe's values and achievements, while preserving the memory of its past;

B                      Though our project does not deal with the past, it is very strong at conveying European values and achievements. The values of community development correspond to EU values to a great extent. Community development is at its strongest when it comes to embedding these values in practice.

· Encouraging interaction between citizens and civil society organisations, in particular between citizens from Member States of the EU who joined the EU before and after 1st May 2004.
The member organisations of the community development networks are civil society organisations with the primary mission of encouraging interaction between citizens and civil society organisations. Members of the networks include civil organisations from the older EU countries as well as the more recent and the 2 latest member countries. 


	11. Detailed description of your project and its events (max. 4   pages)
11.1. Objectives and expected results in relation with the thematic area's under 10.
The objective of the project is to establish cooperation between the European community organizing and development networks so that these organisations, as a result of mutual learning, can seek together the varied forms of active European citizenship in the future. The objectives of the project cover the „Thematic areas and objectives of the programme” as described in section 10.

Expected results of the project

· Successful implementation of 3 transnational and 2 national workshops

· Programme and Newsletter in English (1000 copies)

· European cooperation plan identified by the European Dialogue Workshop  

· Calling the attention of the media and politicians  – international press conference

· Informing a wide circle of European citizens and engaging them in further projects  

Naturally, it is not possible to envisage all the project results, as the creativity of the participants may open up various areas of cooperation which we cannot foresee at this moment. 

11.2. Target group(s) – direct and indirect (number of individuals or organizations to be reached) and local dimension – how the project reaches citizens in their every day life

Indirect target groups:

· all the members of the member organisations of CEBSD and CEE CN, the members of the local community networks cooperating with them, the active citizens of the projects, about 15000 European citizen altogether,

· More European citizens to be involved by the new activities identified by this project, app. 1000 people.

The local dimension of this project is strong, in several ways:

· The member organisations are generally those which play a significant role in their countries, have many local connections, have their own newsletter, newspaper, community radio, regularly participate in national and international conferences, etc. The enlargement of their contact network will certainly make them stronger at achieving their local mission.

· Each member organisation is involved in a multitude of local processes, programmes and projects, which places them in a position where they can bring the EU, its institutions and values closer to the local people.  

11.3. Methodology
The project throughout its planning, implementation, evaluation and follow-up entirely keeps to the basic principle of community development, the principle of participation and complete stakeholder ownership. The HACD and its partners, CEBSD and CEE CN, will undertake the roles of initiator and professional support. This means that the project does not operate along pre-defined patterns, but provides a thoroughly thought through and operational framework to facilitate the creative cooperation of project participants.

At the 2 transnational and the two HACD workshops we will apply the usual cooperation, planning and evaluation techniques, with additional discussions, work in groups on a rotation basis. The transnational workshops will be implemented in partnership cooperation.

- Transnationality aspects of the project (i.e.: items, promoters, public): 

The project will be developed and implemented through the cooperation of 38 European citizens coming from 17 EU-member States and 1 EFTA country Norway.

- Does the project involve different kinds of organisations (cross-fertilisation)? Which synergies and wider multiplier effect can be reached ? :

Cross-fertilisation will certainly take place as a result of mutual learning during the project, which will come about as a result of the cooperation between the participants who are representatives of community development organisations of various sizes and specific objectives - from professional organisations to folk high schools and local NGOs. Cross-fertilisation is also ensured through the participants informing their own communities.  The presentation of the project in the local and national media will also significantly intensify the multiplier effect of the project. The future cooperation initiatives and transnational projects that will evolve as a result of this project will further strengthen these effects. The project - and its subsequent projects - will intensify the exchange of participation methods, techniques, know-how and will raise awareness of EU themes, active citizenship and democracy.

- How does the project enhance tolerance and mutual understanding whilst respecting cultural and linguistic diversity ?:

These are all part of the community development principles and thus reflected in the daily practice of the organisations, but we can never be satisfied with the levels of tolerance and mutual understanding. The processes of cooperation which will evolve as a result of the project will place mutual learning into a broader dimension, into a richer experiential field, and will enrich the participants’ earlier knowledge in this area.

- How does the project contribute to informal learning for active European citizenship?:

Through information exchange and communication at the European-level, through local action and international cooperation 

- aspects related to equal opportunities for all and anti-discrimination ?

This is the greatest challenge that community development faces, especially in Central-Eastern Europe. Community development in these countries is still weekly supported and the ways of solving and managing issues that have been developed and applied well by our Western-European counter-parts have not been developed yet. Mutual learning is most likely to produce results in this area as well. 

11.4. Tasks and events to be carried out

The objectives of the project will be implemented through 3 transnational workshops and 2 coordination workshops organized by the main applicant:

1. Preparatory coordination workshop – national (2 days with 10 participants) with the HACD members working for the project, Budapest, 3-4 September, 2007.

Task: to get to know the Europe for Citizens programme and the project, to discuss the organisational tasks of the transnational workshops 

2. Planning Workshop – transnational 

The applicant HACD (4 people) and its partners, the coordinators of CEBSD and CEE CN (1 person each) will plan the content of the work of the European Dialogue workshop.

The Planning Workshop will take place on 16-17 November 2007 in Budapest (the foreign participants will arrive on 15th and leave on 18th).

Tasks: 

· To understand and interpret the Europe for Citizens Programme,

· To define how this transnational project can contribute to the Europe for Citizens Programme and to the strategies of the two community development networks involved?

· To put the conference programme together 

· To define methods of working for the European Dialogue workshop 

· To plan media publicity before, during and after the implementation of project activities in order to ensure project visibility – how to inform local, regional, national or European elected officials; materials for dissemination and exploitation of the result,

- To define ways of raising awareness about the project results at different political levels,

- To share the organisational and workshop leading tasks among the applicant HACD and its partners, CEBSD and CEE CN.
3. European Dialogue on the Day of Europe – transnational 

The meeting of 1-1 representatives of 26 civil organisations from 17 EU member states and Norway,  the coordinators of the two European networks and 10 Hungarian community development workers in Hungary, on a rural venue. The workshop will last for 2 full working days. It will take place on 9-10 May 2008 for the celebration of the Day of Europe (arrival on 8 May, working days: 9 and 10 May, departure on 11 May)

The participants of the European Dialogue workshop will get to know the work of the two networks will identify common elements in their practice and they will identify potential areas and forms of future cooperation in order to strengthen European citizenship. 

The workshop will be carried out with the active participation of the participants, with English as the working language.

On the first day of the workshop, on Day of Europe we will give an international press conference, where we will distribute a Newsletter about the Europe for Citizens Programme, the European Dialogue project and the two networks.

4. Coordination workshop - national

(2 days with 10 participants) with the HACD members working for the project, in Budapest, 23-24 May 2008)

Its task is to evaluate the European Dialogue Workshop in terms of organisation, to summarise the evaluation sheets filled in by the participants, to collect and systematise suggestions and project ideas for the follow-up
5. Follow-up – transnational 

With the participation of the applicant HACD (4 people) and its partners, the CEBSD and CEE CN coordinators, 6-7 June 2008, Budapest (the foreign participants will arrive on 5th and leave on 7th) 

Tasks: to evaluate the project, to generate the plan of cooperation between the two networks and to jointly plan the follow-up.

On the completion of the project HACD will prepare the project closing report and will submit it to the Europe for Citizens Programme.

11.5. Anticipated impact of the project – qualitative (i.e.: impact on the target group, on development of networks of cooperation) and quantitative (i.e.: multiplier effect on the public, number of 'end users' reached)

Qualitative impacts:

The participants who represent the two networks 

· will get to know the key people in these organisations, and relationships will be built between the members of the networks;

· will find out about each other’s aims and objectives, strategies, good practice and applied methods,

· will initiate cooperation in launching European level projects which will promote the citizens’ informal and non-formal learning to acquire skills and competences as well as add local and transnational dimension to future interactions, and thus realise the values of community development and those of the EU 

· Will develop a plan of cooperation for the future.

Quantitative impacts:

· The representatives of 26  organisations from 17 EU-member countries and Norway, the coordinators of 2 European community development networks, together with 10 Hungarian community activists will take part in a European Dialogue, 

· 26 organisations from 17+1 countries and their social context – national networks, local projects – will receive information on promoting active European citizenship and will have the opportunity to take part in this programme themselves,

· The media of 17+1 countries and their selected representatives will receive information on the new European-level cooperation: the project will provide an English language Newsletter in 1000 copies for politicians and media representatives,

· An information Newsletter will be prepared on the Europe for Citizens programme and on the European Dialogue project which will be handed over to each participant,

· As a result of working together, European level projects will evolve to promote European citizenship and later the two networks will support the implementation of the project(s) which are to be selected later.

How European values will be promoted ?:

The most important European values -freedom, democracy and respect for human rights, cultural diversity, tolerance and solidarity - are, as it was mentioned above, also the main values of community development. The participating organisations in their daily work all make efforts to embed these values in our everyday life.  The values of democracy and active European citizenship are directly present in the work of the European Dialogue workshop – with presentations and group work to promote these two values and to facilitate the exchange of good practice -, but also in the communication tools issued by the project, especially in the newsletter. The future projects to be identified in the workshop will be organised around these values.

11.6. How you will evaluate the project's results (including objectives and methodology of the evaluation)

The measurement of the effectiveness of the project is performed through using objective indicators and evaluating subjective opinions.

Evaluation by participants

- Following each action of the project, participants are distributed evaluation sheets that are summed up later by HACD’s volunteers. The evaluation sheets contain objective indicators such as levels of satisfaction and figures related to the contents, duration and implementation quality of meetings, and they also give room for subjective opinions,

- Following the last activity of the project, the most active volunteers, coordinators of the two networks and the project leader come together and evaluate the project. HACD distributes and comments on the results of partial evaluations in writing and asks the assembly to comment on them.

Evaluation by HACD and its partners

On the basis of the former, project leaders prepare their own evaluation that is realistic and achievable in relation to the time and resources available, compare results with goals and objectives, analyse mistakes, problems, and obstacles, and investigate whether work could be improved in the future. The evaluation is carried out through the filling in of evaluation sheets and open dialogue.

The full evaluation of the project will be part of the project closing report which will also be published on the HACD webpage.

11.7. Valorisation: dissemination methods to be used to promote the results of the project

The value of the project is enhanced if as many people know about it as possible, especially among those two groups who the message of the project is mostly directed at.:

· Those involved, that is active European citizens. They will receive information about the project in many ways: those representing the community development organisations in the project will inform them verbally and in writing, e.g. in their own newsletter, on their web page – the European Dialogue Workshop will encourage the participants to do so. 

· Representatives of other organisations who are in the position to act to increase participation, mainly the local, national and European political bodies and the media.  The newsletter of the project will make the first, most important steps to ensure that the information reaches these organisations, but it is also important that the networks make network cooperation as part of their own strategies and to represent this at all possible European forums.

11.8. Visibility of planned activities towards EU Citizens
The networks and organisations will publish the project information on their webpage and will create links among one another, and publish the information they regard as crucial in various publications – in newsletters, in their newspapers – or at their meetings – seminars, workshops, conferences, trainings, etc. The European Dialogue Workshop will encourage the participants to act as above.
